government jobs. In the midst of the 1980 presidential campaign;d.ro

monarchy in Iran was toppled by the 1979 Iranian revolution based upon Islamic
fundamentaBm. During the revolution, 52 American embassy workers were taken
hostage; after 14 months an agreement was reached for their release. Since his
presidency, Carter has gained widespread respect as an international mediator and
peacemaker.
